Opening, creating and saving documents

Creating document

To create a new document:

· On the File menu, click New.

· To name the new file, click the File menu, and then click Save As.


Opening document

· On the File menu, click Open.

· In the Look In box, click the drive that contains the document you want to open.

· Below the Look In box, click the folder that contains the document you want to open.

· Click the document's name, or type it in the File Name box.

Tip:
To open a document you opened recently, click its name at the bottom of the File menu.

· Saving document

· On the File menu, click Save.

Note:

To save an existing document with a new name, click Save As, and then type a new name in the File Name box.
Using WD-Pic menus

· The WD-Pic menus provide access to most of WD-Pic functionality. These are the standard menus that are available:

· File

· Edit

· View

· Structures

· Defaults

· Help

File menu

The following options are available from the WD-Pic  Window File menu:
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New… -  Opens the empty Pic-file ready to drawing in the WD-Pic window.




Open . -  Opens the Open File dialog box so you can select and open a Pic file.

Close   -   Closes the active file. The menu option reflects the name of the active file. WD-Pic  prompts you about any unsaved changes.

Save, Save As… - Saves files to disk. Functionality is the same as MS Windows. 

Exit     -   Closes open files after prompting to save unsaved changes, then closes WD-Pic.

Edit menu
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The WD-Pic Window Edit menu provides standard system edit commands such as undo, cut, copy, paste, and delete. It is also used for editing of the document source code. 
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View menu

The following options are available from the WD-Pic  Window View menu:

Toolbars settings – to show/hide a specific toolbar  just click on the toolbar name in the 

     pop-up Toolbars menu and the mode will be changed

View Pic Source  –  view  a Pic file of current picture  
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Structures menu
The WD-Pic Window Structures menu provides calls Pic compound commands dialogs such as Loop and If…then…else….It is also used for adding of user defined macro (Pic files) for drawing

pictures to the additional shapes set  (see chapter about using of macro definitions in WD-Pic).
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Defaults menu
The WD-Pic Window Defaults menu provides options for setting of WD-Pic default parameter values. The available operations are:

Scale – set picture scale default

New defaults – set new default parameters values

Reset  – set standard WD-Pic default parameters values
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Generic pop-up menu
· The WD-Pic Window Generic pop-up menu appears after the right mouse button click and provides follow functionality: 

· the most common used edit commands:  undo, cut, copy, paste;

· Grid On/Off: switching between Grid/No grid modes;

· Edit Source: fills a command line with a Pic source code of the selected shape or group. You can edit this code directly in the command line; 

· shapes Properties changing: when the shape is selected the properties set corresponds only to 

       the possible parameters set of the selected shape.

Working with toolbars

Pic shapes toolbar

Pic shapes toolbar has a button for each of Pic shapes. When one of the buttons is pushed, the appropriate shape is drawn with default parameters.


Additional shapes toolbar

The Additional shapes toolbar consists of buttons for quick drawing of shapes defined by the Pic code macros. You can also add a new shape to this toolbar (see Chapter Using macro definitions).


Parameters toolbar

The parameter toolbar allows to change
easy the parameters of selected element. The toolbar has following functionality:

Size – click on this button opens dialog allowing to change the selected element size; 
Place – opens dialog allowing to change the selected element place;

Palette – click on this button pops-up Palette menu where the suitable fraction is selected 

Line style - click on this button pops-up Line style menu where the suitable style is selected

Arrowstyle - click on this button pops-up Arrow style menu where the suitable style is selected

Same – set the next drawn element parameters to be as the previous one

Grid - opens dialog allowing to change grid setting.


Text  editing toolbar

· The WD-Pic Text editing toolbar provides follow functionality: 
Font:  setting of font style

Attach as a label: if you want to attach a text element to the specific shape, you can use this

Adjustment: click on this button pops-up Adjustment menu and you can select the desired 

       adjustment
