Definitions:

 Primitive shape – one of box, circle, ellipse, line, arrow, arc, spline

 Click – unless otherwise specified, a left click

 Parameter dialog box – a dialog box of one of  the following: sizes, directions, line styles, sources and destinations, arrow heads, places, adjustments, arc direction

Use Cases:

 to make a primitive shape of default size with clicks only

click <shape> 

 to make a primitive shape of default size with typing only

type <shape>
 to end an element or move to the next element by clicks only

click the end element button
    OR
create new element

 to end an element or move to the next element by typing only

type “;”
  OR
type (
 to select an element

click the element

 to open a parameters dialog

right click the element
click on the appropriate sub-menu for the desired dialog to appear
  OR
select the element
click on the appropriate button from the “Element parameters” section

 to change a numeric value

type the desired number
  OR
click on the ▲or ▼ buttons of the spin until the desired number is reached
 to change the size of  the currently selected primitive shape 

if box, circle or ellipse – click on an edge (or corner) and drag
  OR
open the sizes dialog box
change the desired attribute to the desired value

 to change the direction of insertion

click on the desired direction button

 to move a selected element

click inside the element and drag it to desired place
  OR
open the location dialog box
change to the appropriate value

 to create a line/spline

click on the button of the shape
add points by clicking on the desired place on the screen
end the current element

 to insert a file

click on the “File” menu
select the “Insert a file” entry
select a file

 to add a file

click on the “File” menu
select the “Add a file” entry
select a file

 to insert an element

select the element where the insertion should start
create the element to be inserted

 to add an element

select the element where the insertion should start
click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Add” element entry
create the element to be inserted

 to view the text of the picture

click on the “View” menu
select the “View text entry”

 to undo the last action

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Undo” entry
  OR
press CTRL-z

 to redo the last undo

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Redo” entry


 to change the line style of an element using the palette

open the line style dialog box
make sure that the “Select from palette” radio button is checked
select the desired line style from the palette


 to change the line style of an element by specifying a fraction

open the line style dialog box
make sure that the “Specify a fraction” radio button is checked
set the desired fraction value

 to change the selected arrow’s head

open the change arrow head dialog box
select the desired arrow head

 to change the grid type

right click on the background
select the “Grid type” sub-menu
click on the desired grid type (absolute/relative)

 to set the grid’s parameters

right click on the background
select the “Grid parameters” entry
set the desired grid parameter

 to change default values

click on the “Defaults” menu
select the desired default group to open the dialog box
set the desired default
click “Apply always” or “Apply from now”

 to reset the default values

click on the “Defaults” menu
select the “Reset all default values” entry

 to reset some default values

click on the “Defaults” menu
select the “Reset some default values” entry to open the dialog box
select the check boxes next to the desired default values to be reset
click “Apply always” or “Apply from now”

 to change adjustments (above/below/right/left) of text relative to its position

open the adjustments dialog box
click on the desired radio button

 to change arc directions

open the arc directions dialog box
click on the desired radio button

 to specify sources and destinations

click on the screen in the desired source location
click on the screen in the desired destination location

 to fill a selected element

open  the fill dialog box
select from the fill palette

 to create an element with the same size as the previous element of this kind

create an element
click the “Same” button

 to change the direction of a line/arrow/spline

select the element
open the direction dialog box
select the desired direction

 to set the font

right click the text
select the “Fonts” entry
select the desired font in the font dialog box

 to attach a label to an element

select an element
click on the “Labels” button
type the label (or choose the default label)
  OR
select an element
type “:” <label>

 to select some of the elements

drag the mouse over the elements to be selected
  OR
press CTRL and click the elements to be selected

 to copy a selected element to the clipboard

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Copy” entry
  OR
click on the “Copy” button

 to paste an element from the clipboard

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Paste” entry
  OR
click on the “Paste” button

 to cut (delete) a selected element from the picture

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Cut” entry
  OR
click on the “Cut” button

 to select all elements

click on the “Edit” menu
select the “Select all” entry
  OR
press CTRL-a

 to start a new picture

click on the “File” menu
select the “New” entry

 to load a picture from file

click on the “File” menu
select the “Open” entry

 to save a picture to the current file

click on the “File” menu
select the “Save” entry
  OR
press CTRL-s

 to save a picture to any file

click on the “File” menu
select the “Save as” entry


 to quit the program

click on the “File” menu
select the “Exit” entry
  OR
press CTRL-x

 to edit the text of the picture

click on the “View” menu
select the “Edit text” entry

 to add standalone text

click on the text button
type the desired text

 to change line to spline or vice versa

select the element
click the line/spline button
